On November 14, 2013, the Bill of Rights and Voting Rights Committee met, a quorum being present.

The Committee first heard a presentation by Representative Alicia Reece, who called on the Committee to propose the adoption of a Voters’ Bill of Rights to be added to the Ohio Constitution. 

The Committee next heard a presentation by Professor Ned Foley, the Chief Justice Thomas J. Moyer Professor for the Administration of Justice and the Rule of Law at Ohio State University’s Moritz College of Law, where he also serves as the Director of OSU’s Election Law Program.
