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The Legislative Branch and Executive Branch Committee of the Ohio Constitutional Modernization Commission met on Thursday November 14, 2013 with a quorum of members present.  
The Committee heard a presentation from Thomas Brunell, a Professor of Political Science for the University of Texas at Dallas.  Professor Brunell has written a number of books and articles on the subject of redistricting.  Professor Brunell does not believe in a competitive district formula, but rather posits that districts that are packed with similar-minded voters are preferable to 50/50 districts.  There was a lively discussion among members with Professor Brunell relative to the various criteria necessary for the redistricting and reapportionment process.


The Committee intends to continue its discussion of consensus points for the purpose of drafting a redistricting reform proposal.  This will take place at the December meeting and may also require additional meetings in this calendar year.
